	· 89% travel in by car (including car sharer) .The next most popular method was cycling at 5%. 
· 27% of journeys are under 3 miles in length. Perhaps some of these could be travelled by bus, bike or on foot.

· 66% of trips are over 7 miles. It is possible that some of these could be shared or travelled by train.

· There was considerable interest in car sharing and cycling. For car sharing key issues were car sharing information; alignment of working hours and guaranteed lift home in the event of the share falling through on a particular day.
· We also receive many written comments. There is a particular interest in improving conditions for cyclists e.g. better crossings and paths.
· Discussion was had over what improvements can be made to encourage rail use
